A total of five more movies are planned each Friday night through June 24 (except June 3, due to
PrairieFest), including a special doubleheader movie night event next month at Paris Park Pool. All other

movie nights will begin promptly at 7 p.m. each Friday under the Wilson Park rotunda, 701 N. Summit St.
